Getting Registered 

1. Visit the page on the NSEA Website: Members Only  

(https://www.nsea.org/members-only). 

2. Click on the link entitled Negotiated Agreements Web Site (Microsearch). 

 

 

3. Click Register As A New User. 

4. Fill out the requested information. 

5. An email will be sent out to a website admin, and after they review and approve your 

request for access, you will receive an email denoting that you have been granted access

Using Microsearch 

 

Databases 

1. Once you have been approved, login to Microsearch at https://www.nsea-

research.org/Login. 

a. This can also be found through the NSEA website using the directions from 

“Getting Registered”. 

2. If you select Contracts & Forms, you will be shown a list of the most recent negotiated 

agreements for all local associations. 

3. If you select Contracts Archive, you will be shown a list of all negotiated agreements that 

have been archived to the website from previous years. 

4. TIP: To find the link to whatever local association you are looking for, press Ctrl+F 

(Windows) or Command+F (Mac) and type in the district name. 

 

Search 

1. In order to search for a specific negotiated agreement, either select “Search” at the top 

toolbar or type in the local associations name in the search bar at the top right of the 

webpage.

2. To utilize the search feature, fill in the criteria for your search. 

a. You only have to fill in one criteria in order to create a search query. 

b. TIP: if using the Contract Term Years search criteria, be aware that if a negotiated 

agreement contains more than one school year (aka 2023-2025), then that 

specific range would need to be entered into that search criteria. 

Negotiated Agreement 

1. After you have selected the negotiated agreement you wish to observe, you can open or 

download the document by clicking the Adobe Acrobat icon towards the top of the 

document 

 

 

2. You can add the document to your favorites by clicking on the star icon towards the top 

of the document.
